Why Al Citation is different:

A citation is a reference to a source you used,

like a website, book, or article, allowing

readers to find the original information.
Citing Al is different because Al generates
unique responses each time it’s prompted.
Even using the same prompt won't
necessarily give you the same result again.

Include the prompt you gave Al, the LLM, LLM
version date, URL and date of prompt. Check
with your teacher.

Example:

“Describe the symbolism of poison and love in
Romeo and Juliet” prompt. ChatGPT, 13 Feb.
version, OpenAl
